This setting is enabled by default. When enabled, AIM Keys remembers the command
that you have selected in macro properties dialog.
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MACRO CREATION

Aimsoft designed a user-friendly interface to help you easily create and manage your macro.

Macros can be organized by functions, tasks, applications, and other choices. Folders and
subfolders can be created to help you effectively manage the macro tasks. Additionally, folder
can be setup with properties that can be inherited by the macros within the folder.

MACRO TYPES

AIM Keys is built around the needs of the users. Some tasks are simple and easy, others are
more complex. To meet these needs and to help facilitate the macro creation management
macros are classified into types. You need to choose one type when you create a macro.

AIM Keys macro types are: Simple Text, Send Input, Quick List, Single Step, and Multi-Step.
Below is a brief description of each of these macro types.

‘SIMPLE TEXT

‘Iﬂ Simple Text ‘

This type of shortcut is the simplest available. Primarily purpose is to provide text replacement
actions. This type of action covers simply text replacement actions allowing for alphanumeric
characters, Enter, and Tab actions only. Field toolbar includes copy, cut, paste, and undo/redo
functions.

‘SEND INPUT

‘ D Sendlnput

This shortcut type is designed for complex script actions. Aids are provided to assist in the script
development, including syntax checking.
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‘QUICKIJST

‘ Quick List ‘

This shortcut type is used to develop a list of shortcuts that can be accessed through a shortcut.
A user can develop a pop-up list of shortcuts from existing macros which is made available
through a triggering event. Properties of the QuickList dialog box are configurable.

‘SINGLESTEP

‘ 7/ SingleStep

This type of shortcut is designed for an easy one step action. Select from a list of available
actions. Parameters are available for modifications. Most common action is in launching an

application with a specific file or launching a website.

‘MULTISTEP
‘ E - MultiStep

This type of shortcut is designed to incorporate multiple SingleStep actions serially. Actions can
be added from an available list of actions, which include existing macros. Parameters of actions
are available for modifications. Adding, removing, and re-ordering of actions is also available.
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CREATE A NEW MACRO

To create a new macro, you need to open the MACRO PROPERTIESvindow to enter macro

information, configure settings and define various macro properties.Quick ways to start adding

adding new macro.
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On the MACRO PROPERTIESscreen (the one that shows macro type), do these basic steps:
1. Enter the NamEeof the macro.

Q A Macro item name is limited to 30 characters. Special characters can be included
as part of the name.

2. Enter the DESCRIPTION of the macro.
3. Setup the triggering actions of the macro.

IMPORTANT: Please read the specific sections that discuss steps in adding specific macro type
and its configurations and settings.
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BASIC AND ADVANCED MACRO PROPERTIES

There are three property tabs available for each macro type. These are GENERAL WINDOW and
SCOPE Each carries its own set of settings that are explained in the next subsections.

The basic properties of AIM Keys macro are entered and defined in the GENERALtab of the MACRO
PROPERTIESwindow. You can also define the settings on window activation when the macro is
run, and you can also configure the scope of the macro.

The wiNDOW and SCOPE tabs have default settings and you may not want to change it.

All macro properties are created with a default setting. AIM Keys has provided the most
common settings as the default. It is not uncommon for a macro shortcut to be created
with only few settings defined.
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EGENERAL TAB PROPERTIES

* NAME- This identifies the macro. The name is the primary field listed on the macro pane.
Macro name must be unique to any given folder. The name cannot contain the following
characters: \, *, ?. These characters are reserved for system use.

* DESCRIPTION— This is a short text that tells you or other user what this specific macro is
all about. This description of the macro is displayed on the macro pane.

* TEXT SHORTCUT This is a combination of letter, numbers, and/or special characters that
is used to trigger a macro’s action.

e KEY SHOURTCUT This is a sequence of keystrokes that are used to trigger the macro’s
action. Key shortcuts are defined by placing your mouse pointer on the field and then by
pressing the keys or key sequence.

* MOUSE ACTIVATION— This is a mouse action that is used to trigger the macro’s action.
Click the option along the mouse activation field to open the MOUSE ACTIVATION popup.

Macro’s behavioral action is the key feature of AIM Keys. By using the macro’s behavior
settings, a macro can be configured to perform actions in a certain manner. This allows for
greater flexibility and versatility when creating a macro’s action.

* EXPANDING TYPE - There are two basic ways to expand text shortcuts. These are AUTG
EXPANDand PART OF A WORD The Auto-expand feature is designed to trigger the
replacement of text after a series of characters are typed. Special characters are
allowed. The Part of a Word feature is a trigger that is activated when a series of
characters are typed regardless of where they appear.

Care must be taken in developing a macro based on the Part of a Word trigger. Defining
a macro based on the Shortcut Text of commonly grouped characters may result in
unwanted characters.

e PLAYBACK TIMES - This property setting defines the number of times the action will be
repeated.

* DEACTIVATED- This is the property setting used to turn the macro’s actions on or off. To
disable or prevent the macro from running, change the field property value to YES. Once
the macro is deactivated the macro’s icon will display with a red X superimposed on top
of it.

e SPEED- This property setting is used to define the playback speed. This is primarily used
for the Send Input macro type and the configuration of pause and waits actions.

Q Create SimpleText shortcuts to repeat a block of text that is frequently used. A good
example of this action is to create a signature block for e-mail messages.

This type of shortcut is the simplest available. Primarily, the purpose is to provide text
replacement actions. This type of action covers simply text replacement actions allowing for
alphanumeric characters, Enter, and Tab actions only. Field toolbar includes copy, cut, paste,
and undo/redo functions.

Practical applications of a SimpleText shortcut are found in common tasks performed daily.
And often several times a day. Since the macro performs automatic text replacement, these
are the types of actions that make excellent SimpleText shortcuts.

‘SETTING-UP A SIMPLETEXT MACRO

In setting-up a SimpleText, the first consideration is on what kind of trigger the shortcut should
have. And the second consideration is on how should the text is be expanded. A decision on
one aspect will influence the settings of the other.

MACRO TRIGGERS: TEXT SHORTCUT

Example: You want to create a text macro for Tubuculous Meningitis. You are preparing a
medical chart and will be using the term frequently.

The trigger for this event will be a series of character text. The characters in the text string are
only limited by your imagination. Special characters are allowed and encouraged. In our
example, we will use a character text of ?Tmas our trigger to auto-expand the text.

This brings us to the next setting, Expanding Text. Since you are planning to type the characters
and have AIM Keys automatically replace the text, you should use the setting of: auto-expand.

To delete or clear a Key Shortcut field box, select the box and tap the backspace key.

But with AIM Keys it is as easy as running
through the steps once. With the easy button recording functions built into the application, you
don’t need to understand complete programming functions.

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CREATE QUICKLISTS

QuickLists are a collection of macros. The list of macros can be invoked by selecting the trigger
event. And then a specific macro is executed by selecting the hotkey from the list. Creating a
QuickList can be invoked from within the macro Management Quick Menu. See QuickList Type
under Adding a macro — macro Type Explained.

The QuickList as a macro type is used to develop a list of shortcuts that can be accessed
through a triggering shortcut. The QuickList is developed from a list of existing macros. It can
then be accessed when invoked by the triggering event. Properties of the QuickList dialog box
are configurable.

Once the Insert Syntax toolbar is available, select the keystrokes actions, mouse actions, or
commands from the list by clicking on the action from the list.

The Check Syntax function will provide basic error checking features. It will return programming
messages with a brief location for the error.

Q Line numbers in the error messages relates to the command or action number, not
necessary the physical line number.

CREATE SINGLESTEP MACRO
SingleStep macros are one of the simplest macros within the AIM Keys suite of macros. An

example of SingleStep shortcut would be to launch an application through the use of a text

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CREATE MULTISTEP MACRO

A MultiStep macro is very similar to QuickList in that it is a collection of SingleStep macros.
Once the macros are placed together they automate a multiple step action.

Example : Every morning you are responsible for downloading a log file from a company
website. You are then required to open the file in Notepad. Insert your name and the time and
date stamp. Then you are required to email the file to the Database Administrator. You can now
use the MultiStep macro type to create one macro that will perform all the actions serially.

After selecting the MultiStep button you can select the actions as is done during the Single-Step
process. Steps can be rearranged either up or down in the listing. To remove a step, use the
delete tool from the toolbar.

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DRAG AND DROP FUNCTIONS

Another management function often used to help organize and re-organize macros is the Drag
and Drop actions.

It is easy to drop the macro into an open document by dragging the macro to a document
on the MDI bar.

Inherited Properties is a feature that allows for settings to be passed on to the macro tasks
automatically. This feature is designed to save your time in setting up tasks that contain a
number of similar settings. Once the folder is configured, each task within that folder will inherit
automatically the same settings. A macro can overwrite the inherited settings by redefining the
settings within the macro.

By default macro Properties are set to inherit. If there is no value set in the parent folder
properties, then the application default is used.

Q Inherited values can be passed down from the global application defaults, folder values, or
subfolder values.

‘ LIST OF PROPERTIES THAT CAN BE INHERITED
* EXPANDED TYPE- defines the way a SimpleText shortcut will be expanded
* DEACTIVATED- defines the run status of a macro, turning the macro on or off.
* PLAYBACK TIMES— defines the number of times a macro will be repeated.

» SPEED- defines how fast the macro actions will be played. It affects the behavior of
SendInput feature, Wait and other actions, which may have waits and pauses defined
during their execution.

*  WINDOW- A collection of properties that define window activation behavior.

» scopPe- A collection of properties that define various environmental settings that can
restrict the macro’s execution.

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WINDOW FEATURES

The properties available on the macro’s Window tab govern the behavior of the Windows
application. These values can be set at the document, folder, subfolder, or macro level.

Behavior settings for the application window govern the way the window will behave during the
macro execution. Window behavior, such as setting a window as active so the macro will
execute in that window, can provide greater flexibility to a macro. Additionally, the window can
be set to run normal, minimized, maximized, or as it is. If the window is not available, than an
action can be defined, using the field Run macro if no window is found.

For detailed description on windows properties, please go to Window Tab Properties section in
this document.

SCOPE FEATURES

Scope properties define the environments in which the macro will function. A scope of a macro
can be set to run in specific applications, or excluded from applications.

For detailed description on scope properties, please go to Scope Tab Properties section in this
document.

ICON FEATURES

Icon properties can be used to change the icon image associated with a macro in the macro
pane. Icons can be set with images from the provided list, or a custom icon can be added.

RECORDING

Repeating actions automatically can involve several complicated tasks. AIM Keys has provided
a convenient function for recording the actions as they are performed. This allows for greater
script accuracy and easy setup of complex scripts.

The Recording feature will walk the user through the process of setting up a SimpleText macro
or a SendInput macro, much like a wizard. If the user is unfamiliar with the various properties,
recording a macro is a convenient way to learn the basics of setting up a new macro. Once the
user gains knowledge of the basics, creating a SimpleText macro without the recorder will be an
easy process.

Q Selecting a SimpleText macro Type will grey out some features that are not relevant to
this type of shortcut. For example, because SimpleText can not contain keystrokes or
mouse actions, these options are not available. If, during the process of recording the
SimpleText action, disallowed keystrokes are used, they will be ignored.

MODIFYING MACRO PROPERTIES

AIM Keys has provided tools to make the process of changing macro properties easy and
convenient. In the Properties pane, the properties can be displayed with or without their
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associated tab grouping. Additionally, clicking on the properties value will display a drop-down
box with the available settings listed. Select the new value. It is as easy as that.

If you need to make more extensive changes to the macro properties, this can be done by
double clicking on the macro in the macro View pane. Or, select the macro and right-click the
mouse to bring up the Quick menu and then select PROPERTIES

Modify any of the settings and click the OKbutton to return to the AIM Keys workspace. Make
any changes that need to be made to the macro type field.

Changes to scripts can be completed within the macro Property box. And the syntax can be
checked before actually running the shortcut, if applicable. Click on the CHECK SYNTAXicon on

the field's toolbar.

Q Recording a script while modifying a macro will overwrite the existing script.

Q The macro actions must reside in the file in order to be available for system use. In other
words, the documents must be saved before any changes can be executed.
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DEBUGGING AND EDITING

The best way to deal with bugs is to avoid them in the first place. Unfortunately, no matter what
the user does to prevent problems and errors, they still creep into the code.

AIM Keys provides features to minimize the errors. By recording your actions while your
perform, errors can be kept at a minimum. The syntax checking tools is another tool used to
keep errors from creeping into the code.

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FOLDER MANAGEMENT

Folder management is one of the features within AIM Keys that makes the application easy to
use. No matter what type of organizational structure you choose to use, it can be built for the
way you do business. And when changes need to be made, they can be made with ease.

FOLDER/SUBFOLDER FEATURES

Simplify your shortcut creation by defining global settings on the folder. The macros within a
given folder will inherit the setting of the folder. And when you need to nest folders, they pass
the values down though the folder structure.

Text to AUTG EXPAND And define the Scopeproperty so that the macros only work in Word.

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Practical Tips:

* When using the Up and DowNools to move a folder up or down the folder structure, the
folders will only move up or down at the level the folder currently resides. For example,
in the above illustration, the folder Shortcuts can be moved down below the folder Word,
Paint, or Salutations. But it can not be moved to fall within the folder Word.

» To move the folder Shortcuts so that it is listed under the folder Apps and as a subfolder
of Word, two actions must be taken. Move the folder Shortcuts Downso that it is listed
under Apps. Then use the RIGHT tool to move Shortcut down one level, and turn it into a
subfolder of Word.

» A practical application of Folder management is to create a folder named for an
application for example Word.

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MOVING MACROS BETWEEN FOLDERS/SUBFOLDERS

AIM Keys has made it easy to move macro items between folders. With the drag and drop
feature, a macro can be picked-up from one folder and dragged to another folder to drop it into
place.

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FILE MANAGEMENT

AIM Keys is designed to work with multiple documents simultaneously. Each document can
function on its own or along side other AIM Keys documents. Documents can be created for a
group of users with specific shortcut requirements. These documents can be shared by large
groups of users, or by smaller sub-groups. The versatility of multiple documents and the added
flexibility of designing and managing shortcuts is a powerful feature of AIM Keys file
management functions.

Macros as well as all of their properties, tasks, mouse activation are stored within files with an

Moving between documents is as easy as selecting the tabs with a mouse
click.

Search queries can find macros based on a text shortcut or key shortcut. Advanced searches
can include multiple text and key shortcuts.

DEFAULT MACRO

AT7/AK602 default macro functionality is completely the same as AK55 default macro
functionality with some very small Ul improvements.

User interface affected:

» Recording options dialog now has the “Default Macro” option in the “Save As” group box

» Option dialog -> General Page -> now has the “Edit Default Macro” button

e Main Menu -> Tools -> now has the “Default Macro Properties” menu item ... it is easier
then edit default macro via options dialog

Behavior changes:

* You can use standard recording method (the Record button above the items list) to
record default macro (or new or existing ... see the “Save As” group box).

* You also can use AutoRecord key from options dialog. By this key you can record even
when there are no AIM Keys (AIM Tools) files opened. But you have to configure
AutoRecord recording options to record default macro.

» Default macro can be played at any time even when there are no files opened.
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GLOSSARY

AutoAdd - A convenient feature that allows creating instant text macros. See Creating Text
Macros on the Fly.

AutoRecord - A convenient feature that allows creating key macros, bypassing the Macro
Recording dialog box. See Creating Key Macros on the Fly.

Cross-application task - By using the application execute and run commands, macros can be
designed that will work across multiple applications.

Data (.ak6) File - Macro Manager data file, which stores all macro information organized into
folders and displays it in a three-pane file window.

Deactivate Box - Option used to deactivate the launch of a shortcut.
Expand Key - Key that expands text when pressed - the default expand key is the spacebar.

Export Data - Option to export data for use in other programs, e.g. word processing or
spreadsheets.

Export Options - Exports Macro Manager settings to a file.

File Path - Option to predefine shortcuts for the most frequently used file paths, e.g. documents,
source files, projects, etc.

Import Data - Option to import data created by other programs.
Import Options - Imports Macro Manager settings from a file.

Macro - A series of operations (keystrokes, mouse clicks and/or mouse movements) that are
represented by a shorter set of keystrokes or mouse events, called a shortcut.

Macro Trigger - A macro trigger represents the action required to launch macros such as
mouse movements, text or key macros.

Macro Name - Name of the file or application to be launched.
Macro Properties - Details about a macro including name, description and content.
Macro Recording - Recording of operations to create a macro.

Macro Syntax - Represents the full text and commands that are activated when a macro is
launched.

Key Macro - A macro that uses special keys and commands, for example the ESC, CTRL or
ALT keys.
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Key Shortcut - A sequence of keys that include a modifier key such as CTRL or ALT.
Launch Macro - A macro that launches an application, file, web address or email address.
Macro Recording - Recording of keystrokes and mouse operations to create a macro.

MDI - Multiple Document interface - This allows several Macro Manager documents to
operate at the same time.

Mouse Activations - Mouse movements or button clicks used to run a macro.

Network Shared Macros - Network users can share macros - to access a shared shortcut
macro, the user must first specify the path to the shared macro, via the network tab.

Playback Speed - The speed at which a macro is played back - a choice of speeds is available.

QuickList - A master list box that gives easy access to multiple commands or other task
specific list boxes.

Record Options - Choice of keystrokes, mouse movements or mouse clicks.

Repeat Playback - Option to set the frequency that a macro is played back - Macro Manager
default is to play the macro once only.

Schedule at Shutdown - A macro scheduled to run as the machine is shutting down.

Task Scheduler - Scheduled tasks are normal macros that are scheduled for launching at
particular dates/times or at specific events.

Text Macro - A macro containing only text which is most commonly used for automatic text
replacement.

Text Replacement (Autotext) - Using a text shortcut to insert larger text into an application.

Text Shortcut - A shortcut that activates the launch of a macro by typing sequences of letters
or numbers.
